Other information noted during review of submissicns

Jackson County Towing — each of the references provided by this company were noted
to be private companies, and no law enforcement references were listed. A check with
Blue Springs Police Department revealed that department has received numerous
citizen complaints about Jackson County Towing, and the department has investigated
several reports of price gouging, misrepresentation and property missing from towed
vehicles. Blue Springs Police have (or plan to) terminate their contract with this
company due to ongoing problems.

Elite Tow — while this company provides some services to the Missouri State Highway
Patrol (satisfactorily per MSHP Sgt. Andy Coats), it was noted they have a limited
amount of equipment and may not be able to handle each towing incident encountered.
Their listed pricing was also higher in each category.

Ron’s Tow - This Company submitted the lowest overall pricing in their submission.
Five (5) law enforcement agencies were listed as professional references by this
company. Three of the agencies were contacted and provides the following
information:

Jackson County Sheriff's Office — Sheriff Mike Sharp and Col. Ben Kenney each
highly recommended Ron's Tow, for the quality of service and reliability

Missouri State Highway Patrol — Sgt. Andy Coats reported Ron’s provides
satisfactory service and no known issues with reliability or integrity.

Lone Jack Police Department — Chief Bill Forbes reported their agency uses
Ron’s Tow almost exclusively. The service has been satisfactory. There was
one allegation of missing currency from a towed vehicle that could not be
verified, and the owner was responsive to being careful about the quality of
drivers he hires.

It is the recommendation of the review panel that the city award the new contract
to Ron’s Auto and Truck Towing, as the most qualified to handle city towing services.

NOTE: During the January 9" Board of Aldermen meeting, questions were posed by
Alderman Johnston and by Mr. Bill Pearce (owner of Kustom Cruzers Car Repair, 350
West Jefferson) about the proposed awarding of towing services to Ron’s Tow. Of
particular concern was that Ron’s Tow would tow vehicles to their storage facility at 106
North Locust in Oak Grove, Missouri. Currently vehicles towed by Grain Valley Police
(by ABC Towing, who did not submit a bid for the new contract}, are taken to Kustom
Cruzers for storage. It was pointed out that that in Section 4.D of the RFP it requires
the company under contract to tow vehicles to a two lot located within a five (5) mile
radius of the Grain Valley City Hall for storage. The storage lot of Ron’s Tow has been
determined to be 4.4 miles from City Hall, which complies with the requirements set out
in the RFP. :

On 1/10/2017 Chief Starbuck contacted Bill Pearce of Kustom Cruzers to verify
current procedures and costs related to storage of vehicles towed to his lot by ABC
Towing. He confirmed that the storage fee of $35 daily (which was set in the previous
city contract with ABC Towing), is split between the tow company and Kustom Cruzers.
This would be the arrangement with any other towing company that chose to store cars
at Kustom Cruzers.

On 1/10/2017 Chief Starbuck contacted Ron Harvey of Ron’s Tow to clarify his
plans for towing vehicles if awarded the city contract. He reported that he did not plan
to use Kustom Cruzers for storage of towed vehicles, preferring to store them at his
fenced facility in Oak Grove. He expressed concerns about the liability issues for

vehicles he left at another location, and was unsure about how that would affect his
liability insurance coverage. He was advised of questions raised by the BOA on
January 9. He indicated he had already been in touch with Bill Pearce at Kustom
Cruzers and would work out an arrangement if the city desired such.

On 1/11/2017 Chief Starbuck contacted both Bill Pearce and Ron Harvey to
ascertain if they mutually agreed to any type of arrangement for storage of towed
vehicles. Both indicated they had again discussed a working agreement in which
vehicles towed by Ron’s Tow would be stored at Kustom Cruzers. Mr. Harvey
indicated he had been advised that Kustom Cruzers planned to install additional
security cameras to the property. Both individuals were asked to contact Chief
Starbuck if they reached any sort of agreement.
