NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual undertakings and mutual 

benefits to provide the following: 

 
 

I. SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 

The Grain Valley Assistance Council will provide the following services (the 
“Services”): 

 

To provide home delivered meals Monday thru Friday of each week to 
residents of Grain Valley who are over 65 and/or disabled for total meals 
served during the calendar year. 

 
 

II. TERM AND TIME OF PERFORMANCE 
 

The original term of this Agreement shall be from Jan 23, 2023 to December 31, 
2023. If GVAC and City agree on the first year (1) performance, this contract may 
be renewed automatically moving forward, providing funding is allocated by the 
Board of Aldermen each year, unless the Agreement is terminated as provided 
herein. Prior to each renewal, there shall be a review of performance by the City 
Administrator. The review by the City Administrator shall be completed no later 
than November 15, prior to the end of each term of this Agreement. The Grain 
Valley Assistance Council shall provide summary of program to City including 
number of residents and meals served for the year. 

 
The City hereby agrees to compensate the Grain Valley Assistance Council with 
an annual payment for the Services at the cost up to, but no more than, 
$8,000.00. All compensation for the Services is subject to the provisions of Section 
II above. The Grain Valley Assistance Council shall spend said sums in 
accordance with the Grain Valley Assistance Council program guidelines, as 
previously submitted to the City, which is incorporated herein by reference. 
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III. AUDIT, INSPECTION OF RECORDS, AND PERFORMANCE REVIEW 
 

The Grain Valley Assistance Council shall permit an authorized representative of 
the City to inspect and audit all data and records of the Grain Valley Assistance 
Council related to its performance under this Agreement. 

 

IV. SUBCONTRACTS 

 
The Grain Valley Assistance Council and the City hereby agree that this 
Agreement shall not be assigned, transferred, conveyed or otherwise disposed of 
without the prior consent of the other party to the Agreement. 

 

V. NON-DISCRIMINATION PROVISIONS 
 

The Grain Valley Assistance Council and its subcontractors will not discriminate 
against any employee, applicant for employment or volunteer because of any 
individual’s legally-recognized status, including, but not limited to: race, color, 
religion, sex (including pregnancy, lactation, childbirth or related medical 
conditions), sexual orientation, gender identity, age (40 and over), national origin 
or ancestry, citizenship status, physical or mental disability, genetic information 
(including testing and characteristics), veteran status, uniformed servicemember 
status or any other status protected by federal, state or local law.  

 
 

VI. COMPLIANCE WITH THE LAW 
 

All parties shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, ordinances, 
codes and regulations. 

 
 

VII. INTEREST OF LOCAL PUBLIC OFFICE 
 

No member of the Board of Aldermen of the City, or any officer, employee, or agent 
of the City who exercises any functions or responsibilities in connection with review 
or approval of the work to which this Agreement pertains, shall have any personal 
interest, direct or indirect, in the Agreement or the proceeds thereof except as 
permitted by the laws of the State of Missouri. 

 

VIII. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 
 

The Grain Valley Assistance Council is not authorized or empowered to make any 
commitments or incur any obligation on behalf of the City, but merely to provide 
the Services provided for herein as an independent contractor. 

 
IX. INDEMNIFICATION 

 
The Grain Valley Assistance Council shall indemnify, release, defend, become 
responsible for and forever hold harmless the City, its officers, agents, employees, 
elected officials, and attorneys, each in their official and individual capacities, 
subject to the provisions set forth in the Missouri Sovereign Immunity Statute, from 
and against all lawsuits, suits, actions, costs, claims, demands, damages, 
disability, losses, expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees and 
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other defense costs or liabilities, of any character and from any cause whatsoever 
brought because of bodily injury or death received or sustained, or loss or damage 
received or sustained, by any person, persons, or property arising out of or 
resulting from any act, error, omission, or intentional act of the Grain Valley 
Assistance Council or its agents, employees, or subcontractors, arising out of or in 
any way connected with the operations expressly authorized herein; provided, 
however, that the Grain Valley Assistance Council need not save harmless the City 
from claims, demands, losses and expenses arising out of the sole negligence of 
the City, its employees or agents. In addition, the City shall not be liable or 
responsible in any manner to any subcontractor with whom the Grain Valley 
Assistance Council has contracted for additional services under the terms of the 
Agreement. 

X. CANCELLATION, TERMINATION OR SUSPENSION

A. This Agreement may be terminated at any time by written, mutual
agreement of all parties, provided all applicable laws and regulations are
complied with. The City shall have the right at its option to terminate this
Agreement and be free of all obligations hereunder in the event that the
Grain Valley Assistance Council is in default or violation of the terms,
conditions, assurances, or certifications of this Agreement. Non- 
appropriation of funds by the Board of Aldermen of the City shall not be
considered a violation or default of this Agreement.

B. In the event of such default or violation by the Grain Valley Assistance
Council, the City shall send to the Grain Valley Assistance Council by
certified mail a Notice Demand to Cure Default, explaining the specific
nature and extent of the default or violation. The Grain Valley Assistance
Council shall cure or remedy said violation or default within twenty (20)
working days after receipt of said Notice, unless a longer time is agreed
upon by both parties in writing. In case the default is not cured or remedied
within twenty (20) working days or a longer time if agreed upon, the City
may exercise its option to terminate this Agreement upon five (5) days
written notice thereafter. Termination as aforesaid shall not relieve the
Grain Valley Assistance Council of liability to the City for damages
sustained by the City by virtue of any breach of this Agreement.

XI. NOTICE

Any notice required by this Agreement is deemed to be given if it is mailed by 
United States certified mail, postage prepaid, and is addressed as hereinafter 
specified.

In order to provide necessary flexibility for the most effective execution of this
Agreement, whenever both the City and the Grain Valley Assistance Council
mutually agree, changes to this Agreement may be effected by placing them in
written form and incorporating them into this Agreement as an amendment.

XIII. SEVERABILITY

It is mutually agreed that in case any provision of this Agreement is determined by
a court of law to be unconstitutional, illegal, or unenforceable, it is the intention of
the parties that all the other provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force
and effect.

XIV. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect
to its subject matter an any prior agreements, understandings, or other matters,
whether oral written, are hereby merged into and made a part hereof, and are not
of further force or affect.

You have requested that we audit the governmental activities, the business-type activities, each 
major fund and the aggregate remaining fund information of the City of Grain Valley, Missouri (the 
City) as of December 31, 2022 - 2026, and for the years then ended and the related notes to the 
financial statements, which collectively comprise the City's basic financial statements as listed in the 
table of contents.  In addition, if a single audit is required, we will audit the entity’s compliance over 
major federal award programs for the year then ended. We are pleased to confirm our acceptance 
and our understanding of this audit engagement by means of this letter. 
 
The objectives of our audit are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial 
statements as a whole are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to 
issue an auditor’s report that includes our opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of 
assurance but is not absolute assurance and therefore is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in 
accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAS) and, 
if applicable, in accordance with Government Auditing Standards, will always detect a material 
misstatement when it exists. Misstatements, including omissions, can arise from fraud or error and 
are considered material if there is a substantial likelihood that, individually or in the aggregate, they 
would influence the judgment made by a reasonable user based on the financial statements 
 
The objectives of our compliance audit, if a single audit is required, are to obtain sufficient 
appropriate audit evidence to form an opinion and report at the level specified in the governmental 
audit requirement about whether the entity complied in all material respects with the applicable 
compliance requirements and identify audit and reporting requirements specified in the governmental 
audit requirement that are supplementary to GAAS and Government Auditing Standards , if any, and 
perform procedures to address those requirements. 
 
Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, (U.S. GAAP) as 
promulgated by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) require that management’s 
discussion and analysis (MD&A), pension information, and budgetary comparison information be 
presented to supplement the basic financial statements.

As part of our engagement, we will apply certain limited procedures to the 
required supplementary information (RSI) in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted 
in the United States of America. These limited procedures will consist primarily of inquiries of 
management regarding their methods of measurement and presentation, and comparing the 
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information for consistency with management’s responses to our inquiries.  We will not express an 
opinion or provide any form of assurance on RSI.  The following RSI is required by U.S. GAAP.  This 
RSI will be subjected to certain limited procedures, but will not be audited: 
 

1) Management’s Discussion and Analysis 
2) Budgetary Comparison Schedules 
3) Pension Information 

 
Supplementary information other than RSI will accompany the City's basic financial statements. As 
part of our engagement, we will apply certain limited procedures to the supplementary information 
(SI) in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America. 
These limited procedures will consist primarily of inquiries of management regarding their methods 
of measurement and presentation, and comparing the information for consistency with 
management’s responses to our inquiries.  We will not express an opinion or provide any form of 
assurance on SI.  This SI will be subjected to certain limited procedures, but will not be audited: 
 
1) Combining Statements 
2) Budgetary Comparison Schedules 

 
Auditor Responsibilities 
 
We will conduct our audit in accordance with GAAS and, if applicable, in accordance with 
Government Auditing Standards. As part of an audit in accordance with GAAS and, if applicable, in 
accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we exercise professional judgment and maintain 
professional skepticism throughout the audit. We also:  
 

 Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether 
due to fraud or error, design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and 
obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion. The 
risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one 
resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, 
misrepresentations, or the override of internal control. 

 Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit 
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing 
an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s internal control. However, we will communicate 
to you in writing concerning any significant deficiencies or material weaknesses in internal 
control relevant to the audit of the financial statements that we have identified during the 
audit. 

 Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of 
significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluate the overall 
presentation of the financial statements, including the disclosures, and whether the financial 
statements represent the underlying transactions and events in a manner that achieves fair 
presentation. 

 Conclude, based on the audit evidence obtained, whether there are conditions or events, 
considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the City’s ability to continue as 
a going concern for a reasonable period of time. 

 
Because of the inherent limitations of an audit, together with the inherent limitations of internal 
control, an unavoidable risk that some material misstatements or noncompliance may not be 
detected exists, even though the audit is properly planned and performed in accordance with GAAS 
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and, if applicable, in accordance with Government Auditing Standards.  Please note that the 
determination of abuse is subjective and Government Auditing Standards does not require auditors 
to detect abuse. 
 
Our responsibility as auditors is limited to the period covered by our audit and does not extend to any 
other periods. 
 
Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards 
 
If a single audit is required, we will subject the schedule of expenditures of federal awards to the 
auditing procedures applied in our audit of the basic financial statements and certain additional 
procedures, including comparing and reconciling the schedule to the underlying accounting and other 
records used to prepare the financial statements or to the financial statements themselves, and 
additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States 
of America. We intend to provide an opinion on whether the schedule of expenditures of federal 
awards is presented fairly in all material respects in relation to the financial statements as a whole. 
 
Data Collection Form 
 
If a single audit is required, prior to the completion of our engagement, we will complete the sections 
of the Data Collection Form that are our responsibility. The form will summarize our audit findings, 
amounts and conclusions. It is management’s responsibility to submit a reporting package including 
financial statements, schedule of expenditure of federal awards, summary schedule of prior audit 
findings and corrective action plan along with the Data Collection Form to the federal audit 
clearinghouse. The financial reporting package must be text searchable, unencrypted, and unlocked. 
Otherwise, the reporting package will not be accepted by the federal audit clearinghouse. We will 
assist you in the electronic submission and certification. You may request from us copies of our 
report for you to include with the reporting package submitted to pass-through entities.  
 
The Data Collection Form is required to be submitted within the earlier of 30 days after receipt of our 
auditors’ reports or nine months after the end of the audit period, unless specifically waived by a 
federal cognizant or oversight agency for audits. Data Collection Forms submitted untimely are one 
of the factors in assessing programs at a higher risk. 
 
Audit of Major Program Compliance 
 
If applicable, our audit of the City’s major federal award program(s) compliance will be conducted in 
accordance with the requirements of the Single Audit Act, as amended; and the Uniform Guidance, 
and will include tests of accounting records, a determination of major programs in accordance with 
the Uniform Guidance and other procedures we consider necessary to enable us to express such an 
opinion on major federal award program compliance and to render the required reports. We cannot 
provide assurance that an unmodified opinion on compliance will be expressed. Circumstances may 
arise in which it is necessary for us to modify our opinion or withdraw from the engagement. 
 
The Uniform Guidance requires that we also plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable 
assurance about whether material noncompliance with applicable laws and regulations, the 
provisions of contracts and grant agreements applicable to major federal award programs, and the 
applicable compliance requirements occurred, whether due to fraud or error, and express an opinion 
on the entity’s compliance based on the audit. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance 
but is not absolute assurance and therefore is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance

We will issue a report on compliance that will include an opinion or disclaimer of opinion regarding 
the entity’s major federal award programs, and a report on internal controls over compliance that will 
report any significant deficiencies and material weaknesses identified; however, such report will not 
express an opinion on internal control. 
 
Management Responsibilities 
 
Our audit will be conducted on the basis that management and, when appropriate, those charged 
with governance acknowledge and understand that they have responsibility: 
 

a. For the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance with 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; 

b. For the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the 
preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free from material 
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error; 

c. For identifying, in its accounts, all federal awards received and expended during the period 
and the federal programs under which they were received; 

d. For maintaining records that adequately identify the source and application of funds for 
federally funded activities; 

e. For preparing the schedule of expenditures of federal awards (including notes and noncash 
assistance received) in accordance with the Uniform Guidance; 
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f. For designing, implementing, and maintaining effective internal control over federal awards 
that provides reasonable assurance that the entity is managing federal awards in compliance 
with federal statutes, regulations, and the terms and conditions of the federal awards; 

g. For identifying and ensuring that the entity complies with federal laws, statutes, regulations, 
rules, provisions of contracts or grant agreements, and the terms and conditions of federal 
award programs, and implementing systems designed to achieve compliance with applicable 
federal statutes, regulations, and the terms and conditions of federal award programs;  

h. For disclosing accurately, currently, and completely the financial results of each federal award 
in accordance with the requirements of the award; 

i. For identifying and providing report copies of previous audits, attestation engagements, or 
other studies that directly relate to the objectives of the audit, including whether related 
recommendations have been implemented; 

j. For taking prompt action when instances of noncompliance are identified; 
k.  For addressing the findings and recommendations of auditors, for establishing and 

maintaining a process to track the status of such findings and recommendations and taking 
corrective action on reported audit findings from prior periods and preparing a summary 
schedule of prior audit findings; 

l. For following up and taking corrective action on current year audit findings and preparing a 
corrective action plan for such findings; 

m. For submitting the reporting package and data collection form to the appropriate parties;  
n. For making the auditor aware of any significant contractor relationships where the contractor 

is responsible for program compliance; 
o. To provide us with:  

a. Access to all information of which management is aware that is relevant to the preparation 
and fair presentation of the financial statements including the disclosures, and relevant to 
federal award programs, such as records, documentation, and other matters;

aggregated by us during the current engagement and pertaining to the current year period(s) 
under audit are immaterial, both individually and in the aggregate, to the financial statements 
as a whole; 

q. For acceptance of nonattest services, including identifying the proper party to oversee 
nonattest work; 

r. For maintaining adequate records, selecting and applying accounting principles, and 
safeguarding assets;  

s.  For informing us of any known or suspected fraud affecting the entity involving management, 
employees with significant role in internal control and others where fraud could have a 
material effect on compliance; 

t. For the accuracy and completeness of all information provided; 
u. For taking reasonable measures to safeguard protected personally identifiable and other 

sensitive information; and 
v. For confirming your understanding of your responsibilities as defined in this letter to us in your 

management representation letter. 
 
With regard to the supplementary information referred to above, you acknowledge and understand 
your responsibility: (a) for the preparation of the supplementary information in accordance with the 
applicable criteria; (b) to provide us with the appropriate written representations regarding 
supplementary information; (c) to include our report on the supplementary information in any 
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document that contains the supplementary information and that indicates that we have reported on 
such supplementary information; and (d) to present the supplementary information with the audited 
basic financial statements, or if the supplementary information will not be presented with the audited 
basic financial statements, to make the audited basic financial statements readily available to the 
intended users of the supplementary information no later than the date of issuance by you of the 
supplementary information and our report thereon. 
 
As part of our audit process, we will request from management and, when appropriate, those 
charged with governance, written confirmation concerning representations made to us in connection 
with the audit. 
 
Nonattest Services  
 
With respect to any nonattest services we perform,  

 
At the end of the year, we agree to perform the following: 

 Prepare the financial statements and related note disclosures.  
 Propose adjusting or correcting journal entries to be reviewed and approved by the City’s 

management.  
 If applicable prepare and submit data collection form to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse. 

 
We will not assume management responsibilities on behalf of the City. However, we will provide 
advice and recommendations to assist management of the City in performing its responsibilities.  
 
The City’s management is responsible for (a) making all management decisions and performing all

The Rotary Flex Max 414 would be the best overall lift having the ability to lift a loaded 

plow truck, (56,000-pound capacity) and coming with the frame adapter kit to lift 

trucks from the frame for wheel-end service. 

 

As the large trucks and equipment age, the need for maintenance and repairs 

increases. Rolling around on a creeper and crawling on the concrete can only 

accomplish so much as the space is limited between the floor and the 

trucks/equipment. 

 

Having a mobile column lift would increase what repairs could be accomplished in-

house on the larger trucks and equipment.

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BOA STAFF REPORT - COPPER CREEK 

JANUARY 23, 2023 

 

ACTION:  Blue Springs Safety Storage South II LLC is requesting approval of the Final Development 

Plan for Copper Creek and Final Plat approval for The Lofts at Creekside Landing. 

 

CITY’S COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Preferred Land Use Map in the City’s Comprehensive Plan 

illustrates this area as multi-family residential. 

 

BACKGROUND:  The Board of Aldermen approved Ordinance 2395 on September 26,2022 changing 

the zoning on approximately 7.53 acres to District R-3P (Multi-Family Residential District – Planned 

Overlay District) and approval of Preliminary Development Plan/Plat for the Lofts at Creekside Landing.  

The applicant is changing the name of the development to Copper Creek. 

 

ANALYSIS:  The Final Development Plan is identical to the approved Preliminary Development Plan 

and complies with the requirements of the City’s land use regulations.  In summary, the plan illustrates: 

 

1) Four buildings that will contain 24 units in each building, three 4-plexes and one duplex for a 

total of 110 units.  The total land area is 7.53 acres.  This yields 14.6 units per acre.  The City 

zoning regulations allow up to 19.6 units per acre for R-3. 

 

2) A community building, swimming pool, playground, and pickle ball courts.  There is also a 

courtyard in the center of the four three-story building.  There are proposed sidewalks within the 

development for residents to access these amenities.  There is approximately 51% of the site that 

will be pervious or green space. 

 

3) The City regulations require that 220 parking spaces be provided for the number of units 

proposed.  With the garages, the proposed development plan illustrates 255 spaces.  There are 8 

spaces that will be designated as ADA around the three-story buildings.  There are also two 

designated ADA spaces at the community building. 

 

4) The minimum landscaping requirements for multi-family developments are one (1) tree and two 

(2) shrubs per 7,500 square feet of total lot area.  Based on this calculation, the code requirement 

would be 44 trees and 88 shrubs.  The preliminary development plan illustrates 44 trees and 89 

shrubs.  The plan also proposes the required parking lot landscaping of 11 trees. 

 

5) There is a six-foot wood privacy fence proposed along the east, north and west property lines 

adjoining properties zoned for residential uses, per city regulations. 

 

PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION:  The Commission reviewed and recommended 

approval to the BOA at their January 11, 2023 meeting.

AN ORDINANCE BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF GRAIN VALLEY 
AMENDING SECTION 340.190 TO UPDATE THE DESIGNATION OF EMERGENCY ROUTES 

WITHIN CITY 

WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen of the City of Grain Valley, Missouri is committed to 
ensure that resources are dedicated to ensuring streets are safe for travel during inclement 
weather; and 
 

WHEREAS, the City of Grain Valley has a snow removal policy to ensure that during an 
inclement weather event, equipment and personnel are prepared to efficiently remove snow and 
control ice on public streets; and 
 

WHEREAS, Section 340.190 entitled “Emergency Conditions Due to Snow, Sleet or 
Freezing Rain” contains a list of street segments that are designated as an “Emergency Snow 
Route”; and 
 

WHEREAS, an Emergency Snow Route has a special sign with that designation; and 
 
WHEREAS, as new streets are added to the City’s road inventory, the list of designated 

emergency snow routes in Section 340.190 needs to be updated so that signage can be installed 
alerting the citizens of designated emergency routes. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Aldermen of the City of Grain Valley, 
Missouri as follows: 
 
SECTION 1: That Section 340.190, Emergency Conditions Due to Snow, Sleet or Freezing Rain, 
of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Grain Valley, Missouri be amended to read as follows: 
 

A. Driving Emergency. When snow, sleet or freezing rain is causing slippery 
or hazardous conditions which might lead to serious traffic congestion, no 
vehicle shall be operated on any "Emergency Route" as defined in 

Subsection (C) herein without first having equipped such vehicle with 
effective skid chains or snow tires. 

B. Parking Emergency. All vehicles parked on such "Emergency Routes" must 
be removed within two (2) hours after snow, sleet or freezing rain is 
causing slippery or hazardous conditions. 
 

C. Designation of Emergency Routes. "Emergency Routes" are hereby defined as 
all streets designated as "Emergency Snow Route" as designed by public 
works, such special signs to be erected in both directions on any 

designated "Emergency Route".  The following locations are considered 
emergency snow routes:

WHEREAS, Sections 67.1401 to 67.1571, RSMo as amended (the “CID Act”) authorizes 
the governing body of any municipal corporation, upon receipt of a proper petition and after a 
public hearing, to adopt an ordinance establishing a community improvement district; and  

WHEREAS, the City of Grain Valley, Missouri, is a fourth-class city and a political 
subdivision of the State of Missouri, duly created, and organized and existing under and by virtue 
of the Constitution and laws of the State of Missouri; and 

WHEREAS, on October 27, 2022, pursuant to the CID Act, a Petition to Establish the 
Creekside Village Community Improvement District (“Petition”), signed by (1) property owner(s) 
collectively owning more than fifty percent of the assessed property value of real property; and 
(2) more than fifty percent of the per capita owners of all real estate within the boundaries of the 
proposed Creekside Village Community Improvement District (the “District”) was filed with the 
Grain Valley City Clerk; and 

WHEREAS, as required by the CID Act, the City Clerk verified that the Petition 
substantially complies with the CID Act, submitted the verified Petition to the Board of Aldermen 
and set a public hearing with all proper notice being given; and 

WHEREAS, none of the signatures of the signers of the Petition were withdrawn within 
seven days after the Petition was filed with the City Clerk; and 

WHEREAS, all the real property included in the District is entirely located within the City 
of Grain Valley; and 

WHEREAS, after publishing the notice specified in Section 67.1431.3 of the CID Act, 
copies of which publication and mailed notices are on file with the City Clerk, on January 23, 2023, 
the Board of Aldermen held a public hearing at which all persons interested in the formation of 
the District were allowed to speak; and 

WHEREAS, the Petition to establish the District being fully heard before the Board of 
Aldermen, the Board now desires to approve the Petition, establish the District and take other 
actions related to establishment of the District. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Aldermen of the City of Grain Valley, 
Missouri as follows: 
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SECTION 1:  The Petition to Establish the Creekside Village Community Improvement 
District, which is attached to this Ordinance as Exhibit A and incorporated herein, is 
hereby approved. 

SECTION 2:  The District is hereby established for the purposes set forth in the Petition; 
the District shall have all the powers and authority authorized by the Petition and by the 
Act; and the District shall have a life of twenty-seven (27) years following the effective 
date of this ordinance. 

SECTION 3:  Upon the effective date of this ordinance, the City Clerk is hereby 
authorized to report the creation of the District to the Missouri Department of Economic 
Development pursuant to Section 67.1421.6 RSMo by sending a copy of this ordinance 
to said agency.
