Mayor & Board:

The All-Inclusive Playground Project for Armstrong Park was a 2022 budgeted item. Due to
delays outside of our control, this project was not completed in 2022 and funding was
reallocated to the 2023 fiscal year. The delay was due to the Land, Water and Conservation
Fund (LWCF) grant, which we applied for and the subsequent delay from state and federal
agencies in the notification of award. This delay is a large factor to consider when evaluating
the reasons why the cost for this project increased, and why we are asking for an amendment
to the budget for this project today.

Provided below is a timeline that reflects both the history of our LWCF grant application and
the delays involved, as well as how we arrived at Cunningham Recreation for our all-inclusive
playground provider:

February 2021 - Applied for LWCF grant for all-inclusive playground project. We asked for
$120,752 in grant funding with a total project cost of $402,502.

August 2021 — This was the date given to us by the division of Missouri State Parks as to when
grant awardees would be notified by.

August 2022 — This was when we received official notification that we had been awarded the
grant for this project. In 2022, we had already budgeted $120,752 in grant funding for this and
$281,750 from park reserves for the total project cost of $402,502. At this time, we realized
that we were not going to have enough time in 2022 to complete this project and we were
already well into budget prep for the 2023 fiscal year. So, we reallocated budget funding for
this project to next year.

Late 2022/Early 2023 — The LWCF grant requires awardees to go out for bid for
design/engineering services from qualified firms. Having to do this would have only delayed
the project start/end times even more because once you have the design/engineering firm on
board, you still have to put together the scope/specs/documents with that firm, and then go
out for bid for the project itself. Lamp Rynearson had been the City’s On-Call Engineering firm
for the past several years. Lamp Rynearson was also brought on contract through a competitive

RFQ process. So, there were some delays in getting approval from the state to not have to go
out to bid for a design firm and utilize the City’s existing, contracted firm.

June 2023 — We advertised for bids from qualified firms for this project. At the end of June, we
conducted the Bid Letting (see memo attached to Cunningham Recreation playground
resolution). We then spent a couple of weeks reviewing the proposals to include follow-up
guestions with the prospective firms to ensure that the lowest bidder had submitted a qualified
bid. Both City staff and the Park Board agreed that Cunningham Recreation was the firm that
we wanted to move forward with for this project. Cunningham’s bid for this project was
$448,980. We budgeted $402,502. This is an 11.5% increase from our estimated project cost
from February 2021 to present day.

July 2023 — As part of the requirements of the LWCF grant, the state must review the bid tab as
well as the contract of the firm that the City would like to move forward with for this project.
The City cannot move forward with this project until the state reviews and gives us approval to
award the contract.

August 2023 — We received approval from the state to award the all-inclusive playground
contract to Cunningham Recreation. Because the project came in over budget, the state is
recommending that we increase the total project cost an additional $54,500 to offset the
overage, but also provide a cushion in the event of any change orders or amendments to the
project. The LWCF grant award would increase by an additional $16,350, and the City’s
matching share would increase by $38,150 (Federal Match = 30% / Local Match = 70%).

With the Budget Amendment

LWCF GRANT FUNDS = $137,102
CITY FUNDS = $319,900
TOTAL PROJECT COST = $457,002

Per the stipulations of the LWCF grant, the City will pay 100% of the project funds up front
while the project is being completed. Upon completion, the state will reimburse the City their
portion of the grant funds. This reimbursement will be reflected in the 2024 budget.

This bid was considered
non-responsive and was disqualified.

Cunningham provided information indicating that the materials
that no not comply with the law constitute less than 5% of the contract amount, which satisfies
the requirements of the LWCF grant. The City is familiar with Cunningham Recreation, has
found them to be a qualified contractor, and has determined that the Gametime equipment
best meets the intent and requirements of the approved grant and needs of the City.

Upon approval of this contract by the Board of Aldermen, the City will send the Notice of Award
to Cunningham Recreation with the goal of having the new all-inclusive playground in
Armstrong Park installed by the end of this Fall.

ACTION:

Ronnie Parker is requesting that the platted cul-de-sac on the east and west side of NW Jefferson
Court be vacated since it serves no public interest and that the adjacent property owners can use
it.

PURPOSE:

If platted right-of-way is vacated, Mr. Parker and others would be given the property adjacent to
lots 4 and 6 and Crider’s Institute of Welding Technology LLC would be given the property
adjacent to lot 3 in the replat of lot 1, Interstate Development Park.

BACKGROUND:

Jackson County wide Flood Insurance Study (FIS) that will become
effective on December 7, 2023; and

WHEREAS, there are no changes to the Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM) for the city.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Aldermen of the City of Grain Valley,
Missouri as follows:

SECTION 1: That Chapter 415, Flood Hazard Prevention, of the Code of Ordinances of the
City of Grain Valley Missouri be amended to include text to read as follows
(Double underline is addition; Strike through is a deletion):

Section 415.010. Statutory Authorization, Findings of Fact and Purposes.
B. Findings of Fact.
3. Methods Used To Analyze Flood Hazards. The Flood Insurance Study (FIS) that is the basis

of this Chapter uses a standard engineering method of analyzing flood hazards which consists
of a series of interrelated steps.

a. Selection of a base flood that is based upon engineering calculations, which permit a
consideration of such flood factors as its expected frequency of occurrence, the area
inundated, and the depth of inundation. The base flood selected for this Chapter is
representative of large floods, which are characteristic of what can be expected to occur on

the partlcular streams subject to this Chapter—tpmprthegeneral—etﬂder—eﬁaﬁﬂeed—whteh

amended—&nd—any%tut&tew&en&theret&The base rood is the rood that is estlmated to
have a one percent chance of being equaled or exceeded in any given year as delineated
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on the Federal Insurance Administrator’s FIS and illustrative materials for Jackson
County, dated Deccember 7, 2023, as amended, and any future revisions thereto.

b. Calculation of water surface profiles is based on standard hydraulic engineering.
analysis of the capacity of the stream channel and overbank areas to convey the regulatory
flood.

SECTION 2: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage
and approval.

SECTION 3: The provisions of this Ordinance are severable and if any provision hereof is
declared invalid, unconstitutional, or enforceable, such determination shall not affect the validity
of the remainder of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4: All existing Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are
hereby repealed to the extent of the conflict.

WHEREAS, The Missouri Ethics Commission has the statuary authority to ensure
Financial Disclosure requirements are completed, which includes the re-adoption (biennially), of
the method for disclosing potential conflicts of interest, and

WHEREAS, The elected officials of Grain Valley believe in the accountability to its citizens,
and

WHEREAS, In furtherance of this commitment and the beliefs in the honesty and
integrity of Grain Valley Elected Leaders and its Employees.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Aldermen of the City of Grain Valley,
Missouri as follows:

Section 1. Declaration of Policy:

The proper operation of municipal government requires that public officials and employees be
independent, impartial and responsible to the people; that government decisions and policy be
made in the proper channels of the governmental structure; that public office not be used for
personal gain; and that the public have confidence in the integrity of its government. In recognition
of these goals, there is hereby established a procedure for disclosure by certain officials and
employees of private financial or other interests in matters affecting the City.

Section 2. Conflicts of Interests:

a. All elected and appointed officials as well as employees of a political subdivision must comply
with conflict of interest statutes under Chapter 105 of the Missouri Revised Statutes as well as
any other state law governing official conduct.

b. The Mayor or any member of the Board of Aldermen, who has a substantial personal or private
interest, in any measure, bill, order or ordinance proposed or pending before such governing
body, shall disclose on the records of the Board of Aldermen the nature of his/her interest and
shall disqualify himself/herself from voting on any matters relating to this interest. Substantial
personal or private interest is defined as ownership by the individual, his/her spouse, or his/her
dependent children, whether singularly or collectively, directly or indirectly of: (1) 10% or more of
any business entity; or (2) an interest having a value of $10,000 or more; or (3) the receipt of a
salary, gratuity, or other compensation or remuneration of $5,000 or more, per year from any
individual, partnership, organization, or association within any calendar year.

Section 3. Disclosure Reports:
Each elected official, the chief administrative officer, the chief purchasing officer and the general
counsel (if employed full-time) shall disclose the following information by May 1, or the appropriate
deadline as referenced in Section 105.487 RSMo, if any such transactions were engaged in
during the previous calendar yeatr:
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a. For such person, and all persons within the first degree of consanguinity or affinity of such
person, the date and the identities of the parties to each transaction with a total value in
excess of $500, if any, that such person had with the political subdivision, other than
compensation received as an employee or payment of any tax, fee or penalty due to the
political subdivision, and other than transfers for no consideration to the political subdivision;

and

b. The date and the identities of the parties to each transaction known to the person with a
total value in excess of $500, if any, that any business entity in which such person had a
substantial interest, had with the political subdivision, other than payment of any tax, fee or
penalty due to the political subdivision or transactions involving payment for providing utility
service to the political subdivision, and other than transfers for no consideration to the political

subdivision.

c.  The chief administrative officer and the chief purchasing officer shall disclose by May 1, or
the appropriate deadline as referenced in Section 105.487 RSMo, for the previous calendar
year the following information:

1. The name and address of each of the employers of such person from whom

income of $1,000 or more was received during the year covered by the
statement;

The name and address of each sole proprietorship that he/she owned; the name,
address and the general nature of the business conducted of each general
partnership and joint venture in which he/she was a partner or participant; the
name and address of each partner or co-participant for each partnership or joint
venture unless such names and addresses are filed by the partnership or joint
venture with the secretary of state; the name, address and general nature of the
business conducted of any closely held corporation or limited partnership in which
the person owned ten percent or more of any class of the outstanding stock or
limited partnership units; and the name of any publicly traded corporation or
limited partnership that is listed on a regulated stock exchange or automated
guotation system in which the person owned two percent or more of any class of
outstanding stock, limited partnership units or other equity interests;

3. The name and address of each corporation for which such person served in the

capacity of a director, officer or receiver.

Section 4. Filing of Reports:
a. The financial interest statements shall be filed at the following times, but no person is required
to file more than one financial interest statement in any calendar year,

1.

Every person required to file a financial interest statement shall file the statement
annually not later than May 1, and the statement shall cover the calendar year ending
the immediately preceding December 31; provided that any member of the
(council/board) may supplement the financial interest statement to report additional
interests acquired after December 31 of the covered year until the date of filing of the
financial interest statement;

Each person appointed to office shall file the statement within thirty days of such
appointment or employment covering the calendar year ending the previous
December 31;

Every candidate required to file a personal financial disclosure statement shall file no
later than fourteen days after the close of filing at which the candidate seeks
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nomination or election or nomination by caucus. The time period of this statement shall
cover the twelve months prior to the closing date of filing for candidacy.

b. The reports giving the financial information required in Section 3 shall be filed with the City
Clerk and with the Missouri Ethics Commission. The reports shall be available for public
inspection and copying during normal business hours.

Section 6. Filing of Ordinance:
The City Clerk shall send a certified copy of this ordinance to the Missouri Ethics Commission
within ten days of its adoption.

Section 7. Effective Date:
This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage and approval
and shall remain in effect for two years from the date of passage.

WHEREAS, the City of Grain Valley, Missouri has the authority to enact regulations
regarding hunting within City limits; and

WHEREAS, the City of Grain Valley, Missouri has determined that it is appropriate to
allow the discharge of archery devices within City Limits, under certain conditions.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Aldermen of the City of Grain Valley,
Missouri, as follows:

Section 1. That Title I, Public Health, Safety and Welfare of the Code of the City of
Grain Valley, Missouri, be amended to add a new Chapter, Chapter 255 — Miscellaneous
Provisions; and

Section 2. That Chapter 255 — Miscellaneous Provisions of the Code of the City of Grain
Valley, Missouri, be amended to add a new Atrticle, Article | — Hunting; and

Section 3. That Article | -Hunting of the Code of the City of Grain Valley, Missouri, be
amended to add a new Section, Section 255.010. Discharge of Archery Devices
Allowed under Certain Conditions; Deer Hunting, to read as follows:

Section 255.010. Discharge of Archery Devices Allowed under Certain Conditions;
Deer Hunting.

A. Archery Deer Hunt Permit: Each person who participates in the archery hunt within
the City shall hold a permit issued by the City. Permits are valid for one calendar
year.

1. Permit requirements:

Be over the age of 18 years.

Provide a copy of a photo ID.

Provide a copy of a current Missouri state archer permit.

Provide a copy of a Missouri state bow hunters safety course
certificate of completion as provided by the Missouri Department of
Conservation.

e. Provide a copy of a property owner permission form. The owner,
lessee or agent may revoke such consent at any time by notifying
the City’s financing department in writing.

coow
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The hunter shall notify abutting property owners or property residents that the
hunt has been permitted. This notification shall include the hunting season
dates.

The permit fee will be in the amount provided in the City fee schedule.

Valid permit and property owner permission form must be carried with the
hunter at all times during hunting and shall be produced to any authorized
law enforcement officials upon request.

Suspension/revocation of permit:

a. Upon issuance of a ticket under this Section by the police
department, the permit shall be suspended.

b. Upon conviction for a ticket issued under this section, the permit
shall be revoked. If a not guilty verdict is found, the permit shall be
reinstated.

c. At any time if any permit requirements, as outlined in this Section,
becomes void, the permit shall be revoked.

d. The City Administrator may suspend or revoke the permit issued
hereunder at any time for any violation of the rules and regulations
of the City archery deer hunt.

B. Hunting Regulations.

1.

2.

It shall be unlawful for any person within the limits of the City to shoot or
discharge any bow and arrow unless that person abides by and complies with
the rules and regulations under this Section, as applicable. The use of
longbow, recurve and/or compound bows, and the discharge of broadhead or
other hunting arrows is permitted within the limits of the City for the purpose
of pursuing and taking deer during the bow hunting deer season established
by and consistent with RSMo. 252.002 et seq., and all applicable rules and
regulations issued by the Missouri Department of Conservation.

Any person hunting pursuant to this Section shall be subject to the following
restrictions, as applicable:

a. Hunting under this Section is unlawful unless the property which is
used is ten (10) acres or more, which the hunter owns, or on
property of ten (10) acres or more, which is used with the written
permission of the property owners.

b. It shall be unlawful for any person in the City limits to shoot or
discharge a bow and arrow in a manner that causes the arrow to
land on any property other than the property on which the arrow is
shot or discharged.

c. It shall be prohibited to use and/or discharge any type of bow and
arrow on public property within the City limits unless specifically
permitted by the respective political jurisdiction.

d. The archery hunt authorized by this Section shall conform to all
Missouri state regulations as defined by the Missouri Department of
Conservation and shall be limited to whitetail deer only.

e. Has on his person a valid tag issued by the Missouri Department of
Conservation to pursue and take deer with a bow.
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Has on his person a certificate that he has successfully completed a
Missouri Department of Conservation approved hunter safety
course as specified by the Missouri Department of Conservation.
Property which is used is located not closer than one hundred
twenty (120) feet from any dwelling or occupied structure of a
building, public thoroughfare or person, and is located not closer
than four hundred fifty (450) feet from any school, church, or
daycare facility.

It shall be unlawful for any person seventeen (17) years of age or
younger to participate in deer hunting pursuant to this subsection
unless under the supervision of a parent or legal guardian who
conforms with the requirements under this Section.

It shall be unlawful for any person to discharge a broadhead or
other hunting arrow in the direction of any dwelling or occupied
structure or building, person or animal, except whitetail deer.

C. Discharge restrictions.

1. All hunting shall be conducted from an elevated position that is at least ten
(10) feet in height and faces the interior of the property. The elevated position
(deer stand) shall be located in such a way as to direct arrows toward the
interior of the property, and at an angle towards the ground when fired.

D. Deer retrieval and cleaning.

1. Any hunter obtaining a valid permit shall follow the subsequent retrieval
requirements for the killing or injuring of deer while hunting:

a.

Make a reasonable search to retrieve the deer and take it into his
possession. This does not authorize the act of trespassing or any
other violation of this Code.

Immediately notify any property owner, other than the specific
property owner who previously authorized the hunt, of the fact that
an injured or dead deer is or might be located on his property.
Obtain permission to enter the property of any property owner upon
which an injured or dead deer is located prior to engaging in a
reasonable search and retrieval of the deer.

2. Any hunter obtaining a valid permit shall follow the following cleaning
requirements for the successful harvesting of deer while hunting:

a.

C.

Report the hunter’'s name, City archery deer hunt permit number,
sex of the deer, and the location of the harvest within two business
days by calling the police department.

Follow all state department of conservation guidelines regarding
field dressing and processing the animal.

Shall not field dress the deer in a public or conspicuous location.

E. Nothing contained in this Section shall apply to persons participating in training
courses or seminars sponsored by an accredited educational institution, or persons
participating in an activity or business specifically authorized by the Board of
Aldermen with conditions which the Board of Aldermen deem appropriate for the
health, safety and general welfare of the community.
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Section 4. That all other parts and provisions of the City Code not in conflict herewith
shall remain in full force and effect unless previously or subsequently amended or
appealed.

Section 5. That should any section, sentence or clause of this Ordinance be declared
invalid or unconstitutional, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remaining.

Section 6. That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

Section 7. That the City Clerk is authorized by this ordinance to correct any scrivener’s
errors identified within this Ordinance.
